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Abstract

The primary purpose of this study is to assess reliability and validity of Affective
Neuroscience Personality Scale (ANPS), which was initially developed in the USA.
ANPS was originally developed to contain 110 items with seven subscales.
Subscales of ANPS is based on the emotional operating systems in archaic brain
found by Panksepp (1998). These emotional operating systems are Care, Seek,
Play, Anger, Fear, Sadness and Spirituality. The reliability study was conducted
with 891 student and adult participants, whereas 327 students took part in the
validity study. For both reliability and validity analysis, the original article of
Davis, Panksepp and Normansell (2003) was followed. Results implicate that the
Turkish version of ANPS is a reliable and valid personality scale. Cronbach’s
Alphas of overall scale and each subscale are within acceptable ranges, whereas
age, gender and life phase are found to be significant variables in ANPS scores.
For the validity study, ANPS is compared with Goldberg-70 Personality Scale,
which is based on Five Factor Model. ANPS subscale scores were revealed to be
in line with the definitions of personality dimensions of Five Factor Model. The
findings are discussed, along with the limitations of the study and implications for
future research.

Afektif Sinirbilim Kisilik Olcedi’'nin Tiirkge Giivenirlik ve Gegerlilik Calismasi

Tiirkce Ozet

Bu calismanin temel amaci A.B.D.'de gelistiriimis olan Afektif Sinirbilim Kisilik
Olgegi’'nin (ASKO) Tiirkge versiyonunun giivenilirlik ve gecerliligini incelemektir.
ASKO'niin orijinal versiyonu 110 item ve yedi alt dlcekten olusmaktadir. Bu yedi
alt 6lgek Panksepp (1998) tarafindan bulunmus olan ve arkaik beyinde yer alan
duygudurum sistemlerine dayanmaktadir. Bu duygudurum sistemleri ise Oyun,
Merak, Sevgi, Ofke, Uziintii, Korku ve Maneviyattir. Givenilirlik calismasi 891
o6grenci ve yetiskin katihmcinin katilimi ile gergeklesmistir. Gegerlilik galismasina
ise 327 6grenci katilmistir. Hem guvenilirlik, hem de gegerlilik galismasi igin
orijinal makale olan Davis, Panksepp ve Normansell’in (2003) uyguladigi analizler
takip edilmistir. Sonuclar ASKO’niin Tiirkge versiyonunun giivenilir ve gecerli
oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir. Bltin 6lgedin ve alt dlgeklerin Cronbach Alfalari
kabul edilebilir diizeylerde gikmistir. Bununla beraber yas, cinsiyet ve yas
grubunun ASKO puanlari Gizerinden rol oynadigi gérilmiistiir. Gegerlilik calismasi
icin ASKO, Bes Faktdr Modeli'ne gére olusturulmus olan Goldberg-70 Kisilik Olcegi
ile karsilastirilmistir. ASKO ile Goldberg-70 dlcekleri arasinda her iki élcegin alt
Olgeklerinin tanimlarinin paralelligini gésteren sonuglar bulunmustur. Sonuglar,
sinirlamalar ve gelecekte yapilabilecekler ile beraber galismanin sonunda
tartisiimistir.
